there are now feven Hanging in Chains, alive, and

- fo Starving to Death. It is rcported, they defign’d

to have taken up the Sirnames'and Offices of “the
Principz] Plantérs and men in the Ifland, to have
Enflaved all the Black menand Women tothem, and
to have taken the Whitc Women for their Wives.
This PLOT was formed by the Negro's that were
born in thcIfland, and no imported Negro was to
have been Admitted to partake of the: Freedom
they intended to gain, till he had been made Free
by them, wiio fhould have been their Mafters. The
old Women (both Black and White %lwerc to have
been their Cooks; g Sc;gn t§ ~in other Capacities.
And they had Scz'hg?gl a Governour amongp them.
fclves, and every thing was prepared and fetled
in Readine§s for giving the Karal Stroak. They
have been contriving of this Wicked and Bloody
defign this three years, and had o long kept it very
fecret until the very day before it was to have
been donc.  But we hope in alietle time to fee a
Stop fully put to their Contrivance, and the Vil
lains themfclves fpeedily difcovered and deteéted.
